SMT contacted

• SMT to identify close household contacts “Boarding Bubble”
• SMT informs Parent/Guardian of close contacts
• SMT arranges isolation for “Boarding Bubble” in Boarding
• SMT identifies NON-household close contacts (in the educational 

setting) “School Bubble” – no immediate action

Nurse Informs Parent/Guardian
Pupil to self isolate for at least 10 days from when the symptoms started

• SMT to inform Parents/
Guardians of close 
household contacts that 
they can end their self 
isolation

Close household contacts to isolate in boarding for 14 days from when the pupil first 
developed symptoms

• SMT to inform Parents/Guardians that non-household close contacts “School 
Bubble” to self isolate for 14 days from when the pupil first developed symptoms.
